Monday marks the first
anniversary of the killing of King
Carter, a kid on his way to buy
candy caught in the crossfire of a
shootout in the parking lot of the

Blue Lake Village apartments
where he lived.

The tragic death of the
6-year-old spurred months of
community marches and gather-
ings, emotional pleas for an end
to the bloodshed, and pledges
from political and civic leaders to
help stem gun violence that has

killed or wounded hundreds of
children and teens in Miami-
Dade over the past decade.

One year later, all-too-similar
headlines and statistics show that
the gunfire — particularly in some
of Miami-Dade’s poorest pockets
— remains largely unabated: 2017
has started much like 2016, and
many years before that:

o A New Year’s Day drive-by
shooting in Little River wounded
seven, four of them teenagers.

@ Another spray of gunfire after

a Martin Luther King Day cele-
bration in Brownsville left eight
hurt; two of them were young
children, three others teens.

o Two weeks later, a 15-year-
old alternative school student
named Calixto Logan was mur-

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Explosion rattles Colombia’s capital, injuring dozens

mAn explosion in Bogotd, Colombia, left more than a dozen injured.
The blast seemed to target security forces getting ready for
Sunday’s bullfight. Bullfights have resumed after a four-year hiatus.

BOGOTA, COLOMBIA
An explosion in the center of
Colombia’s capital Sunday

wounded more than two dozen
people, including some critically,
according to media reports and
eyewitnesses.

At about 10:30 a.m., a home-
made bomb hidden beneath a
sidewalk grating near Bogotd’s

bullring exploded, injuring sever-
al riot police who were gathered
there ahead of the final bullfight
of the season.

The bullfights, which were
resumed this year after a four-
year hiatus, have been the focal
point of sometimes violent ani-
mal-rights protests. But it was
unclear if Sunday’s bombing was
related to the event.

Mayor Enrique Pefialosa ini-
tially identified one dead officer
as John Herrera, but Interior
Minister Juan Fernando Cristo
said there had been no fatalities.

The explosion took place in the
La Macarena neighborhood,
known for its restaurants and
cafes and popular with tourists.
The blast was heard for several
blocks and shattered windows in

nearby apartments. The bomb
had been planted just yards from
the newly opened EI Pit hostel.
Camilo Andres Tirado, one of
the managers, said there were
some 26 guests eating breakfast
in the establishment when the
bomb went off, breaking win-
dows, shattering doors and da-
